Police Departmentís Traffic Safety
Efforts Earn Statewide Recognition

The Mount Prospect Police Department placed 3rd in the
municipal agency division (50-99 officers) of the 2008 Illinois
Traffic Safety Challenge. The department submitted a
comprehensive document summarizing its efforts in the traffic
safety arena throughout all of 2008. The 127 page submission
itself, underscores the breadth and width of the police
department’s traffic safety efforts, and demonstrates the value of
the department’s Traffic Unit. The Traffic Unit Supervisor,
Sergeant Mike Eterno and Operations Commander, Timothy
Janowick teamed up to produce an exceptional submission on
behalf of the department. I am grateful for the efforts of all of
our traffic and patrol officers and their ongoing commitment to
traffic safety by way of information, education and enforcement.
All of Mount Prospect can be proud of the department’s
commitment to traffic safety and improved quality of life by way
of a responsive and comprehensive approach to traffic safety
Village-wide.

The Illinois Traffic Safety Challenge is coordinated by the Illinois
Association of Chiefs of Police Traffic Committee, and is
designed to challenge police departments, county sheriff
agencies, state police districts and other law enforcement
agencies to tackle traffic safety problems in their jurisdictions in
unique ways. Agencies are required to document their policies
and procedures, officer training, traffic safety recognition
programs, public information and education efforts, crash data
and proofs of effectiveness by way of a comprehensive
submission.

Applications are due in April of each year for efforts conducted
during the previous calendar year. Applications are then judged
by members of the Illinois Chiefs Traffic Committee in May.
Applications are grouped into categories based on agency type
and number of officers. All applications are graded on specific
criteria. All applications are then forwarded to the International
Association of Chiefs of Police for consideration in the National
Law Enforcement Challenge awards, which are presented in

October at the International Association of Chiefs of Police
Annual Conference.

A comprehensive approach to traffic safety is an integral part of
the full range of services the department provides to the
community. Fostering an atmosphere of compliance with traffic
laws and regulations translates to increased quality of life for our
residents and importantly, for those of you in the business
community, an increased sense of safety and comfort on the part
of motorists and pedestrians alike ñ your customers. The
department’s Traffic Unit stands ready to assist you with any of
your traffic law enforcement or education concerns. Sergeant
Mike Eterno, the Traffic Unit supervisor can be reached directly
at (847) 818-5248.

Recently a local restaurant manager contacted the department to
report that several customers had commented to him that
speeding vehicles made it difficult for them to safely exit the
restaurant’s parking lot onto Rand Road. Traffic Unit officers
were assigned to conduct radar speed enforcement along Rand
Road immediately adjacent to the restaurant. Over the course
of the next week, several citations for speeding were issued to
motorists traveling on the focus roadway. Interestingly, the
restaurant manager re-contacted the department and related
some of the same customers who voiced their concerns to him
about speeding vehicles on Rand Road also observed the
department’s increased presence near the restaurant and
obvious enforcement efforts. The customers thanked the
restaurant manager for his proactive approach to their traffic
related personal safety concerns. I am certain his decision to do
so will most certainly l translate to increased customer loyalty
and continued patronage on the part of those customers who
made their concerns known to him. I feel this is a particularly
good example of how the department partners with local
businesses to identify and address traffic safety concerns that
have the potential to negatively impact their customer-base.
Traffic safety is everyoneís business.
